

As a grantee of SAMHSA’s Underage Drinking Prevention Education Initiative, Colorado produced three short video vignettes to raise awareness of the prevalence and consequences of underage alcohol use, emphasizing that underage drinking is an adult problem and that all adults bear responsibility for preventing underage drinking, 

The video vignettes are as follows:

· (Colorado #1) Underage Drinking is Adult Problem! (Early Age Introduction—Adults Allowing) –2:00 min

· (Colorado #2) Underage Drinking is Adult Problem! (Where Teens Commonly Drink Alcohol —Adults Providing)—3:00 min
· (Colorado #3) Underage Drinking is Adult Problem!  (Underage Adults @ Bars—Adult Peers Looking Away)—2:29 min
